3. Veterinary Examination In all classes’ animals must be sound and healthy. No veterinary 

examination will be required, except when considered necessary by the judge, or in a protest 

being lodged. The owner of an animal rejected may, upon application in writing to the 

Secretary, be furnished with a copy of the veterinary certificate. 

4. Measurement. All official height measurement schemes will be acceptable i.e. JMB, 

IPS/SJAI.  All exhibits in classes restricted by a height may be measured, one half inch (1.3 

cm) will be allowed for ordinary shoes. 

5. Prizes At the discretion of the Chairman of the Area, classes having less than three entries 

may be cancelled or amalgamated. 

6. Control. Any animal not sufficiently under control shall be removed from the show ring 

immediately on request by the judge or steward.
